Applying for a place at NOAH
If you or your elderly relative would like to apply for a place in a NOAH house you will need to complete an application form with our housing co-ordinator Vivienne Prince or our Khayelitsha manager Sinah George  

You or your relative will then be given a medical history form to complete. This is followed by a home visit from one of NOAH’s health managers and an interview with the next of kin.
Places at NOAH are limited and we operate a waiting list for some houses.
Do I qualify for living in a home for fit elderly people?
If you can answer yes to all these questions we may be able to accommodate you at NOAH.
· Are you sixty or over
· Do you get a government pension (or Old Age Grant) of R940 per month or another pension below R2000.00 per month?
· Are you  in reasonable health? 
If you are easily able to cook, clean and shop for yourself. 
Assisted living

If you need help with these activities, but are otherwise in fairly good health, you can apply to Woodstock or Khayelitsha Assisted living home

If you need round-the-clock care or are bedridden we are unfortunately unable to accommodate you.
· Is your Burial Policy paid to date?

· Are you prepared to share a room?
Because of limited places and funds, all NOAH residents share a room with another person of the same sex.
· Are you prepared to sign up to a residents’ code of conduct?
The code of conduct was drawn up by NOAH residents. It is a set of sensible rules to help residents play an active and meaningful role in their home’s activities and create a tolerant and friendly atmosphere in NOAH houses.
